SAMPLE FIRST YEAR MURP REGISTRATION
As a manageable first semester course-load, we recommend that MURP students take 10-14 credits per semester. The MURP program requires a minimum of 48 credits; students who take around 12 credits per semester should be able to graduate in four semesters. We strongly encourage students to take care of as many core classes as possible in their first year.
