SAMPLE FIRST YEAR MPP REGISTRATION
As a manageable first semester course-load, we recommend that MPP students take 10-13 credits per semester. The MPP program requires a minimum of 45 credits; students who take around 11 credits per semester should be able to graduate in four semesters. If you take 12-13 credits per semester in their first three semesters, you have fewer credits in your fourth semester, allowing more time for your professional paper and your job search.

We strongly encourage students to take as many core classes as possible in their first year.

PA 5021 is a prerequisite for PA 5022 (almost all sections of PA 5022 are offered in the spring). PA 5031 is a prerequisite for PA 5032-5037, which are offered only in the spring.

PA 5002 and PA 5003 are offered in both fall and spring terms; all other courses are only offered in the fall. If you prefer to stay at 10.5 credits, you may elect to take either PA 5002 or PA 5003 in the spring semester.
